The only thing |
need to do is to have faith in him and he just provides. This is how | ended up walking into the
Vatican city with two lighters in my pocket, but | have quit smoking now in case next time | get
tempted by some gasoline prepared by the devil. | have also prayed for him to take my wrath away.
The wrath belongs to him and him alone. In case you are wondering, | realised what my insane tour
around the globe was on the last day. | sent this to a couple of friends to reassure them that | have
faith in God's righteousness before | flew to Rome. | realised the global tour was my oath of
allegiance to him.
